Anantara Dhigu Maldives Resort has renovated its Over Water 
Suites.

Suites, combining rattan decorative panels with Italian ceramic 
tiling and custom outdoor lanterns. Travellers can choose from 
Sunset Over Water Suites, Sunrise Over Water Suites and Over 
Water Pool Suites. Distinctive touches of the renovation include 
free-standing bathtubs, Grohe rain showers and wood shingle 
roofing, along with extra indulgences such as an outdoor rinse 
shower, iPod docking station and Nespresso coffee machine.

THEATRE GOER’S DREAM
This year marks the 400th anniversary of William 

Shakespeare’s death, and theatre goers can celebrate the 
Bard’s lasting legacy at London’s Café Royal, which has 

been reincarnated as a 160-room luxury hotel. In addition 
to an overnight stay in the Tudor Suite and a three-course 

dinner at Café Royal’s Ten Room, guests will receive tickets 
to Henry V, at Regent’s Park Open Air Theatre, a short

MANHATTAN PROJECT
The newly opened 208-room St. Regis Kuala Lumpur is part of ONE IFC, an upscale 

mixed-use development at Kuala Lumpur Sentral Precinct (KL Sentral). It offers 
views of the Malaysian capital’s largest park, the Lake Gardens, as well as the 

National Museum and Houses of Parliament. The interiors and architecture by G.A. 
Design are inspired by a luxurious Manhattan apartment. The hotel’s art collection 

includes a 3.5-metre horse sculpture by Fernando Botero; “Grace Thunders” a 
specially commissioned diptych of two leather murals by Mark Evans depicting a 

powerful polo charge; and the three-dimensional “Birds and Butterflies” by Barnaby 
Hosking. Starting at 63 square metres, the guestrooms are the largest in the city. 

The suites, starting at 138 sq m, are also unmatched in size. The Royal Suite, 
spanning 353 sq m, offers private elevator access, an outdoor terrace with skyline 
views, a show kitchen, his-and-hers walk-in wardrobes, and an en-suite massage
