Museum of Islamic Art

The Singing Sand Dunes

As the sand grains shuffle down the
slopes of the dunes, they produce
a hum that reverberates for miles,
which can sometimes also be felt.

TRAVEL NOTES FOR A
SEAMLESS JOURNEY
TO DOHA

English is widely spoken in Qatar, although
the official language is Arabic. The ideal time
to visit Qatar is between November and early
April. These months comprise winter and
early spring season and are best for enjoying
outdoor and water activities. One of the
region’s leading cultural capitals, Qatar offers
everything from world-class golfing,
incredible shopping, historical sites,
mesmerising desert and beautiful beaches.

TIPS FOR TRAVELLERS

Although English is widely spoken, A Qatari will note your
effort in trying to use basic Arabic words like Shukran,
which means thank you.

Please dress modestly as Qatar is a Muslim country with a
conservative dress code. Loose trousers are acceptable for
women, but avoid shorts and short skirts, strappy low-cut
tops and see-through and transparent clothes.

Arab men don’t always shake hands with a woman, so
wait to see if he extends a hand first. A hand on the chest
is another form of greeting. You may also see Gulf men
rubbing their noses when they see each other, which is a
traditional practice among Bedouins.

It is forbidden to bring alcohol, pornography, pork products
and narcotics into the country and your luggage will be
searched upon arrival.
